
Race 1 started well, I had qualified 2 on the grid next to Nick Barfoot. Nick got a
great start and pulled away, so I tucked in behind him as we turned into Redgate.
Paul Wallace flew past on the outside line pushing me back to third. We were nose to
tail for the remainder of the 1 lap until Wallace made a brave move up the inside of
Barfoot, going into the chicane Unfortunately, he just out braked himself and ended
up on the grass allowing Barfoot to stay in front, giving me back the 2 place. Barfoot
had pulled away by a few car lengths going into lap 2, so for the next 3 laps, I tried to
reel him in. Eventually I caught up with Barfoot, causing him to defend the inside line
at the old hairpin. This meant I had the faster line out the corner allowing me to slowly
edge past on the outside of  Starkeys Bridge into 1 place. For the remainder of the
race, Barfoot and I stayed approximately 1 second apart as we weaved our way past
cars we were lapping all the way to the flag.

Race 2 started terribly. A very poor 2 qualifying time meant I had to start ninth on the
grid. Things didn't look good! I knew the start was crucial, so I spun the wheels up a
few times to get as much heat in as possible. Sitting on the right hand side of the grid,
I held the revs at 6000rpm then popped the clutch as the lights went out. It was a
great start this time and a rocketed up the right hand side of Clements into Redgate
to find that I was in 4 position on the exit. Bray was out in front with Barfoot and
Wallace in 2 and 3 . By the end of lap 1 I had squeezed passed both Wallace and
Barfoot into 2 place. Bray was driving hard and took a lot to catch up to but by lap 3,
I was behind him. A faster line down the Craner curves drew me right up behind him
and as we entered the Old Hairpin I dived down the inside and took 1 position.
Wallace was soon to pass Bray to take 2 place and he was pressing hard to
overtake me. For the next few laps I could see Wallace close behind but by we began
to fall upon backmarkers. The 1 few were to my advantage giving me space to
breathe but a few later were to Wallace's advantage, helping him catch up. For the
remainder of the race we had this repeating over and over. I was very glad to see the
chequered flag.
